Fochriw Weddings as Recorded in the Merthyr Express 1880-1964
“Merthyr Express” 27 November 1880

Marriage of Miss Kent Jones On Tuesday, the 16™ inst., the little village of Fochriw was the
scene of great rejoicing on the occasion of the marriage of the above much-esteemed young
lady, eldest daughter of Dr. Kent Jones, to H. Roddock Kirby Esq., of Waterloo, near
Liverpool. The marriage ceremony took place at the Parish Church of Pontlottyn by the Rev.
T. Theophilus, vicar, the service being choral. The sacred edifice was beautifully decorated
and densely crowded. As the bride entered, leaning on the arm of her father, and followed by
her two bridesmaids, viz. Miss E. Kent Jones, sister of the bride, and Miss Williams of
Llangamarch Rectory, Breconshire, the choir sang, “The voice that breathed over Eden.” The
bride, who wore her travelling costume and a large diamond pendant, the gift of Mr. J. McG.
Kirby, Esq., Colchester, was given away by her father. The bridesmaids were dressed in ruby
velvet, trimmed with silk, and hats to match, were presented by the bridegroom with
handsome silver bracelets with the monogram of the married pair. As the wedding party left
the church, the organist, Mr. J. Jones, of Pontlottyn Schools, played “The Wedding March,”
in brilliant manner. On the previous night, the bride received, amongst her numerous and
valuable presents, a massive silver cake basket, presented by the Rev. T. Theophilus, on
behalf of the choir and congregation at St Tyfaelog’s, and a handsome oaken salad bowl,
mounted on silver, by the Rev. W. Tibbot, Independent minister, chairman of the Fochriw
presentation committee, from the workmen and friends of the said place. A few influential
gentlemen spoke at length on the past services rendered by Miss Kent Jones on several
occasions, amongst whom we noticed Messrs. J. Harris, W. Rees, and the Rev. M. Evans,
Baptist minister. On the return of the bride and bridegroom from church to the residence of
the bride’s father, the men of Fochriw met the happy pair, and drew them up to the residence
of the bride’s father, where she received a downpour of rice and good wishes. Eighteen guests
sat down to partake of the dejeuner, supplied by Mr. Howfield, Merthyr. Mr. and Mrs. Kirby
left by the 3.30 p.m. train en route to London to spend their honeymoon.

“Merthyr Express” 24 March 1894

Marriage On Thursday, 13th., Miss Claudia Ursula Davies, daughter of the late Rev. John
Davies of Cwmaman, and sister of Dr. Davies, Fochriw, was wedded to Mr. George Davies,
son of Mr. John Davies, Treffynon, Pembrokeshire, and a member of the firm of B. S. Davies
& Co., drapers, Neath. The marriage took place at Cwmaman, and the couple left to
honeymoon in London. The old-fashioned practice of letting off firearms were freely
indulged to mark the event. The present were numerous, the Fochriw people alone
contributing nearly a hundred.

“Merthyr Express” 6 June 1896

Interesting Wedding at Fochriw The marriage took place at Gelligaer Church on
Wednesday, 20™ ult., of Mr. W. Morgan of Llandrindod, and Miss A. Mantle of Pentwyn,
Fochriw, and late mistress of Penybank School. The bride’s wedding gown was of electric
blue cloth trimmed with white; hat, tulle toque trimmed with orange blossoms. Miss Gertie
Mantle, cousin of the bride, acted as bridesmaid, and was also dressed in electric blue with
hat to match. The bride was given away by her father. The officiating clergyman was Rev.
Jones, Trelewis. On the return from Gellygaer, luncheon was partaken at the home of the
bride. Among those present were Mr. & Mrs. Mantle, Mr. & Mrs Cook, Mr. & Mrs. Michael
Williams (Dowlais), Mr. & Miss Jones (Deri), Mr. John Mantle, Miss Mantle, Mr. & Mrs. R.
Booth (Abercarn), Miss E. Jones (Guest-street), Miss Harris, Miss Morgan (Rising Sun), W.
Mantle and Wat Williams. The happy couple left Fochriw by the afternoon train for
Llandrindod, where the first part of the honeymoon will be spent. The couple received a very
large array of costly presents. The carriages were supplied by Mr. Seth James, Post Office,
Fochriw.

“Merthyr Express” 25 October 1902

Wedding Miss Maggie Bevan, daughter of Mr. William Bevan, surveyor, have married.
“Merthyr Express” 26 December 1903




Wedding: Mr. J. Lawrence and Miss E. J. Payne On Saturday last, at St Tyfaelog's Church,
Pontlottyn, a wedding was solemnised, the contracting parties being Mr. John Lawrence,
Aelybryn, and Miss E. J. Payne, eldest daughter of Mr. Charles Payne, Railway-terrace. The
ceremony was performed by Rev. J. A. Rees, curate of Pentwyn Church. The bride was given
away by her father, and she was attended by Miss Kitty Lawrence. Mr. Joseph Payne acted as
best man. The happy couple left by the 11.40 train (B. and M. Ry) for Newport. Both parties
are highly respected in the village, as is well testified by the large collection of valuable
presents.

“Merthyr Express” 16 March 1907

Fochriw Minister's Marriage  On Tuesday, the marriage of the Reverend James Jones,
Congregational minister, Fochriw, and chairman of Gelligaer Education Committee, to Miss
Edith Cole, daughter of the late Mr. James Cole, Fochriw, took place at Zoar Chapel, Merthyr
Tydfil, Dr. Eleazer Davies acting as best man, and Miss E. Evans, Fochriw, as bridesmaid.
The following ministers took part: Rev. Penrith Thomas, Ferndale; Rev. Grawys Jones,
Aberdare; Rev. John Thomas, Merthyr Tydfil. The other members of the wedding party were
Mr. John Cole, Brynteg, Fochriw; Mr. Rhys Jenkins, Fochriw; Mr. Gilest Jones, the
bridegroom's brother. The wedding attracted a large number of the Fochriw fair sex. A good
selection of music was played by the Zoar organist. The wedding breakfast was held at
Bentley's Hotel, when the usual speeches were delivered and replied to. The newly-married
couple left for Bournemouth to spend their honeymoon.

“Merthyr Express” 14 March 1908

Golden Wedding at Fochriw: Mr. & Mrs. William Angell, 26, Guest-street Mr. and Mrs.
William Angell celebrated their golden wedding on Monday last. They were married at the
Parish Church, Rhymney, by the late Rev. Canon Evans, on 9" March, 1858. They have
resided in the village for the last 40 years. Mrs. Angell has been midwife for the last 25 years,
and has attended at the births of hundreds of local children. Mr. Angell is a night hitcher at
the No. 1 Pit, and has worked at the Fochriw collieries for over 41 years. They have had 11
children, nine of whom are alive. There are 44 grandchildren and six great grandchildren, all
of whom are living. A grand party was held at the house of the happy couple on Monday
night, when a large number of the family and a few friends assembled to celebrate the event.
The tables were beautifully laid, and an excellent spread had been provided, to which all
present did ample justice.

21 March 1908 Golden Wedding Mr. & Mrs. Angell, Guest-street, who celebrated their
golden wedding on March 9", have been the recipients of numerous congratulations and
presents from their many friends, the latter including a handsome, inscribed, silver-mounted
walking stick, from Dr. and Mrs. E. Davies.




27 March 1909 Wedding: Way-Yeo A very pretty wedding was solemnised at St
Tyfaelog's Parish Church, Pontlottyn, on Monday, by Rev. Thomas Rees, Vicar, assisted by
the Rev. B. Glover, curate, the contracting parties being Miss Nellie Way, daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. Samuel Way, Aelybryn, and Mr. Albert Yeo, Fochriw. The bride wore a navy blue
costume and white hat trimmed with orange blossoms, and was given away by her father.
Miss Florrie Yeo, sister of the bridegroom, was the bridesmaid, and the duties of best man
were carried out by Mr. George Yeo, brother of the bridegroom. Mr. James Way, brother, and
Mr. Thomas Evans, grandfather of the bride, also attended the wedding. The happy couple
were deluged with rice and confetti on going to and coming from the Church, and received
the hearty wishes for their happiness from a large circle of friends. They were the recipients
of numerous presents. A large number of friends were entertained to a sumptuous feast at the
bride's home. The happy couple left for their honeymoon by the afternoon train.

12 June 1909 Interesting Wedding A pretty wedding was solemnised on Wednesday
morning at Soar Congregational Chapel, Merthyr, the contracting parties being Miss
Elizabeth Evans, assistant mistress at the Fochriw Infants' School, eldest daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. John Evans, Martin-street, and Mr. David Lewis, fruiterer, Brynteg. The bride, who was
given away by her father, was dressed in a mole colour costume, and wore a cream Leghorn
hat to match. She was attended by Miss Mary MacArthur, the bridegroom's niece, who was
attired in a mole coloured costumes and wore a cream hat to match. Mr. Thomas Lewis,
brother of the bridegroom, acted as best man. The wedding party also included Mr. David
Isaac Evans and Master Tom J. Evans, brothers of the bride. The nuptual ceremony was
performed by the Rev. David Hughes Jones, Carmel Chapel. The wedding breakfast was at
the home of the bride's parents, and the newly married couple left by train for Aberystwyth
where the honeymoon is being spent. A long list of valuable presents testifies to the esteem in
which the parties are held by their numerous well-wishers.

19 June 1909 Wedding A pretty wedding was solemnised at Merthyr on Thursday, the
contracting parties being Miss Rachel Cheeke, daughter of Mr. George Cheeke, Williams-
row, and Mr. Thomas John Hopkins, son of Alderman Hopkins (ex-Mayor of Aberystwyth).
The bride, who was given away by her father, looked charming in a navy blue costume with a
cream hat to match. There were two bridesmaids: Miss Beatrice Evans, Dowlais, who was
attired in a grey costume, with black crinoline hat, and Miss Hannah Cheeke, sister of the
bride, who wore a mauve pinafore dress, and white hat trimmed with silk. Mr. Lewis of
Merthyr acted as best man. Also present were Mr. David H. Cheeke and Mr. William G.
Cheeke, brothers of the bride. The wedding breakfast was served at the home of the bride's
father. The happy couple were the recipients of numerous presents.

30 April 1910 Wedding: Pritchard - Wellings A pretty wedding took place at Gellygaer
Church on Thursday week, the contracting parties being Mr. Levi Pritchard and Miss Mary E.
Wellings youngest daughter of Mr. and Mrs. George Wellings, Pentwyn. The ceremony was
performed by the Rev. Jesse Jones, Rector of Gelligaer, and the bride was given away by her
father. Mr. John Griffiths, Brook-row, was the best man. Mrs. Coggan, sister of the bride, and
Mr. Joseph Payne, accompanied the party. The happy couple were the recipients of numerous
presents, and also the good wishes of their many friends.

6 August 1910 Wedding: Morgan-Llewellyn A pretty wedding were solemnised on
Monday at Gellygaer Church, by the Rev. T. Jesse Jones, Rector, the contracting parties
being Miss Emily C. Morgan, daughter of the late Mr. W. O. Morgan, head teacher of
Fochriw Councils School, and Mr. Samuel Llewellyn, Bedlinog. Miss M. F. Morgan and
Miss Maude Llewellyn, sisters of bride and bridegroom, where the bridesmaids. The guests
who accompanied the wedding party were: Dr. and Mrs. Davies, Fochriw, brother-in-law and
sister of the bride; Mr. M. D. Morgan, brother of the bride; Mr. and Mrs. Thomas Llewellyn,
Fochriw, parents of the bridegroom; Messrs. John, Kinsey and Edwin Llewellyn, brothers;
Mr. Thomas Kinsey, uncle of the bridegroom; Mrs. John Llewellyn, Bedlinog, and Mrs.
Chrystal (Canada), aunts of the bridegroom. The wedding party returned to 37, Aelybryn, the
home of the bride, where Mrs. W. O. Morgan and Mrs. James, Brynmawr, sister of the bride,
presided over the wedding breakfast. The young couple left by the mid-day train for their
honeymoon in Cardiganshire. The presents were numerous and costly.




31 December 1910 Fochriw Weddings: Rees-Davies A pretty weedding was solemnised at
Gellygaer Church on Saturday morning, the officiating minister being the Rev. T. J. Jones.
The bridegroom was Mr. T. Rees of Fochriw, who was accompanied by his father, and the
bride, Miss M. M. Davies, daughter of Mrs. Jane Davies, Martin-street. The bride, who
looked pretty in a navy blue costume with hat to match, was given away by her uncle, Mr.
Evan Price, Rhymney Bridge. She was attended by Miss Annie Davies, her sister. The best
man was Mr. W. Jones. The breakfast was served at the home of the bride's mother. She was
assisted by Mrs. Price, Misses M. M. Jones and M. Rees. A great number of relations and
friends were present. Many presents were received.

31 December 1910 Roberts - Lawrence Another pretty wedding, the contracting parties
being Mr. Harry Roberts and Miss Kate Lawrence. Rev. T. J. Jones officiated. The bride was
attired in an amethyst costume with cream silk hat. The bridesmaid was Miss Mary
Lawrence, sister of the bride, who looked charming in a rose colour costume with cream silk
hat. Mr. Tom Lawrence was best man. Mr. J. Davies was also present. The wedding breakfast
was at the bride's home, many fiends and relations being present. The wedding party returned
to Derwen Deg, the home of the bridegroom, where luncheon was prepared, and later in the
day, the happy couple left for North Wales, where the honeymoon is being spent. They were
the recipients of many presents.

31 December 1910 Candrick-Way Miss Lily Frances Way, eldest daughter of Mr. & Mrs.
George Way, Aelybryn, was joined in holy matrimony with Mr. William Candrick,
Pontlottyn, at Gellygaer Church. Rev. T. J. Jones officiated. The bride looked charming in an
amethyst costume with cream silk hat trimmed with orange blossoms. She was accompanied
by two bridesmaids, Miss Edith Way and Miss Maggie Candrick, sisters of the bride and
bridegroom, who were attired in rose colour costumes with hats to match. The breakfast was
presided over by Mrs. Way and Mrs. Candrick, assisted by Mrs. W. H. Hughes, the
bridegroom's sister. The presents were very numerous.

11 February 1911 Wedding: Jones - Jones The wedding was solemnised at Merthyr on
Wednesday morning of Mr. Edward Jones and Miss Esther Mary Jones, daughter of Mr. &
Mrs. Evan Jones, Guest-street. The bride was attired in a dove crepoline dress trimmed with
silver fringe, and hat to match. The bridesmaid, Miss Etie Evans, Merthyr (cousin), was
dressed in white silk, with hat to match. The wedding breakfast was served at the bride's
home, when a large number of guests were present. The presents were both numerous and
costly.

1 April, 1911 Wedding: Parry-Davies A pretty wedding was solemnized at St. Tyfaelog's
Church, Pontlottyn, on Thursday last, the contracting parties being Mr. William J. Parry and
Miss Mary G. Davies. The bride was neatly attired in a mole-coloured costume, and wore a
cream crinoline hat to match. Mr. George Price was best man. The bridesmaid was Miss
Edith Way, Aelybryn, who wore a crushed strawberry costume, with hat to match. Rev. B.
Jones, Pontlottyn, officiated, assisted by Rev. B. Glover.

5 August 1911 Wedding: Meredith-Jones The wedding took place on Wednesday of Mr.
David J. Meredith, Deri, and Miss Hannah Jones, youngest daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John
Jones, Pentwyn. The marriage was solemnized at Gellygaer, the Reverend T. Jesse Jones
officiating. The bride was attired in a smart mole costume with hat to match. The bridesmaid
was Miss M. A. Davies, cousin of the bride, and daughter of Mr. E. M. Davies,
checkweigher, who also wore a mole costume with hat to match. The wedding party left the
bride's house amid showers of rice and confetti. A hearty reception was given to the bride and
bridegroom by the Pentwyn people. After the ceremony, the happy couple left for Cardiff.
Numerous and costly presents were received by the young couple.

12 August 1911 Wedding at Fochriw: Payne - Evans The wedding took place at St. Mary's
Church, Fochriw, on Monday last, of Mr. W. J. Payne, youngest son of Mr. and Mrs. Charles
Payne, 7 Railway-terrace, Fochriw, and Miss Sarah Anne Evans, eldest daughter of Mr.
William Evans, Pit-row, Fochriw. Both are held in the highest esteem by the residents. Both
are active Church workers, Mr. Payne being the leader of the Fochriw Dramatics Society,
Miss Evans also being a member. The dramatic society has handed over to the St. Mary
Church building fund a sum of nearly £200, the proceeds of their recent performances. Mr.




Payne is also lieutenant of the Fochriw Fire Brigade, and president of the Fochriw Soccer
football club. Miss Evans has been a teacher in the Fochriw Council Schools for the past 11
years, and is loved by staff and scholars. It is only recently that the Church was licensed for
marriages, and this was the first wedding to be solemnized there. The Church was beautifully
decorated with flowers and palms, the altar being decorated by Mrs. J. Richards, Mrs. Curtis,
and Miss M. M. Jones. There is accommodation for 300, and the Church was packed to
overflowing. The officiating clergyman was the Reverend T. Rees, vicar. Mr. J. C. Payne,
brother of the bridegroom, was best man, and the bridesmaids were Miss Myfanwy Evans,
sister of the bride, and Miss M. S. Edwards, cousin of the bride. The page boy was Master
Charles James Lawrence, nephew of the bridegroom. Mr. Charles Payne, father of the
bridegroom, was also present. The bride, who was given away by her father, was prettily
attired in a robe of cream silk, trimmed with cream satin and cream silk lace. She wore a
bridal veil of cream chiffon and orange blossoms. The bridesmaids wore cream silk robes,
with cream picture hats to match. The page body wore a cream serge suit, with cream cap to
match. The service was fully choral, and the choir (surpliced and mixed) were present, under
the conductorship any Mr. John Williams, and they sang The voice that breached o'er Eden,’
and 'How welcome was the call.' Psalm 67 was also chanted. On the arrival of the bridal party
at the Church, the organist played appropriate wedding music, and at close of the service
played Mendelssohn's Wedding March. After the ceremony, the wedding breakfast was
partaken of at the residence of the bridegroom's sister and brother-in-law, Mr. and Mrs. John
Lawrence. About 70 guests, in addition to the bridal party, were present. Afterwards, the
happy couple left by coach for Merthyr, and from there by train to Llanstephan,
Carmarthenshire, where the honeymoon is being spent. The bride was attired in a mole
travelling dress, trimmed with silk braid and cream lace. They departed amidst showers of
rice and confetti, and with the good wishes of a host of friends. They were the recipients of
the very large number of presents. The Vicar presented them with a Bible, in commemoration
of the first wedding solemnized at St. Mary's Church.

1 April, 1911 Personal Mr. James Williams, late of Brynawel, Fochriw, who recently
moved to Dowlais to become the licensee of the Patriot Hotel, was one of the most prominent
personages in the village. He was a native of Dowlais, but came to Fochriw about twenty
years ago, and has closely identified himself with every good movement in the village.

14 October 1911 Wedding: Williams-Bates The wedding was solemnised at Tabernacle
Baptist Chapel, Merthyr, on Wednesday of the Miss Lilian Williams, eldest daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. James Williams, Bryn Awel, Fochriw, and Mr. Harry Bates, of Wolverhampton.
The officiating minister was the Rev. M. S. Young, Fochriw, assisted by Rev. W. R. Jones,
Merthyr. The bride was given away by her father, and Mr. Tom Jones, cousin of the
bridegroom, was best man. The bridesmaids were the Misses J. A. Jenkins, Gertrude
Williams and Edith Williams. A reception was held at the Bentley's Hotel, where an excellent
spread was provided. Afterwards, the happy couple left for Torquay, where the honeymoon is
being spent. Miss Williams has been a teacher at the Fochriw Council School for many years,
where she was greatly loved by one and all.

4 November 1911 Wedding: Lewis-Evans  The wedding was solemnised at the Parish
Church, Merthyr on Saturday last, of Miss Margery Lewis, Fochriw, and Mr. John Evans,
Merthyr. The bride, was becomingly dressed in tussore silk, with hat to match, was given
away by her nephew, Mr. T L Griffiths. The bridesmaids were Miss Maggie Griffiths and
Miss Nellie Evans. The Rector of Merthyr officiated. After the ceremony, cold lunch was
taken at the home of the bridegroom. The happy couple were the recipients of many valuable
presents.

10 February 1912 Wedding: Davies-James The wedding was celebrated at Adulum
Congregational Chapel on Sunday of Mr. Thomas George Davies of Fochriw, and Miss
Elizabeth James, Dowlais, uncertificated mistress at Brecon Road Infants’ School. The
ceremony was performed by Rev. D. Hughes Jones, Fochriw. The bride wore a cream
costume with matching hat.

13 July 1912 Wedding: Rev. M. S. Young and Miss G. M. Williams The wedding was
solemnised at Zoar Baptist Chapel, Pontlottyn, on Monday of the Rev. M. S. Young, the




respected minister of Noddfa Baptist Chapel, Fochriw, and Miss G. M. Williams, certificated
mistress at Fochriw Schools, second daughter of Mr. and Mrs. James Williams, Brynawel.
The officiating ministers were Rev. D. R. Beynon, cousin of the bride, and Rev. Hughes and
Rev. Baker, Pontlottyn. The bride, who was prettily attired, was given away by her father,
who is Chief Clerk at the Fochriw Collieries. The bridesmaid was Miss E. A. Williams, sister
of the bride, and the best man, Rev. R. Richards, Porth. After the ceremony, a large number
of friends, including Rev. and Mrs. D. H. Jones (Carmel), and Rev. and Mrs. Roderick
(Nazareth), were entertained to breakfast at the home of the bride’s parents. Afterwards, the
happy couple left for Torquay where the honeymoon is being spent.

17 August 1912 Wedding: Jones-Jones  The wedding was solemnised at Merthyr last
Tuesday of Mr. Richard Jones, second son of Councillor and Mrs. John Jones, grocer,
Fochriw, and Miss Jennie Jones, Abercwmboi. The bride wore a silver grey dress with
matching hat. The bridegroom is an enthusiastic cricketer and footballer, and a member of the
village teams. He is also the respected organist of Nazareth C. M. Chapel. The honeymoon is
being spent at Aberystwyth.

31 August 1912 Wedding: Mantle-Edwards The wedding was solemnised at the Parish
Church, Pontlottyn on Saturday of Mr. Albert Mantle, son of Mr. & Mrs. Thomas Mantle,
Pentwyn, and Miss Maggie Sarah Edwards, eldest daughter of Mr. & Mrs. Thomas Edwards,
Brooklyn House, Fochriw. The vicar, Rev. Gilbert Williams, officiated. The bride wore a
French grey costume with white hat to match. She was attended by her sister, Miss Jennie
Edwards, as bridemaid. She was attired in a beautiful costume of French grey with matching
hat in white. The wedding breakfast was at the bride’s home.

At the age of seven years, he drove a tram of horses, and whilst 17, he, and a
band of others, walked from Aberaeron to Shrewsbury for harvesting, the journey taking two
days. At the time there was but one steam engine in Wales that he had heard of, and whilst on
the march to Shrewsbury, hearing the passing of an engine, he ran to a railway bridge in the
hope of seeing it. Reaching the bridge, he peeped over, only to be temporarily blinded by
smoke and steam. Notwithstanding the fact that the engine only travelled six miles an hour, it
had gone too far for him to see it by the time his sight was restored. He also remembers the
old mail coach, and its disaster near Trecastle. He says that there was a time when starch
dared not be used by the poor, and also a time when tea was a luxury, to be used only when
persons above the ordinary visited. He remembers the construction of the Rhymney Railway
and the Brecon and Merthyr Railway through the Fochriw valley. To celebrate the event,
supper was taken at No. 2, Dynevor-street, the home of one of his daughters, Mrs. T. Evans.
All the children and grandchildren were gathered together. The old couple were the recipients
of many handsome presents.

12 February, 1916 Wedding: Thomas-Uzzell A pretty wedding was solemnised at
Gellygaer Church last Saturday, the contracting parties being Miss Maggie Thomas, eldest




daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Jenkins Thomas, Martin-street, and Mr. David A. Uzzell, youngest
son of Mr. and Mrs. George Uzzell, Bailey-street, Deri. The ceremony was performed by
Canon T. J. Jones. The bride was attired in a silver grey dress, with black hat to match, and
was given away by her father. The bridesmaids were Miss Annie G. Thomas, and Miss
Gwladys M. Uzzell, who looked very nice in dresses of brown velvet. Mr. George Uzzell,
father of the bridegroom, was also present. The wedding breakfast was taken at the home of
the bride's parents. The happy couple were the recipients of numerous presents.

11 March 1916 Wedding: Morgan-Gregory A pretty wedding was solemnised at Calfaria
Chapel, Bargoed, on Monday, the Reverend Jones, Nazareth, Deri, officiating.

15 April 1916 Fochriw Wedding Mishap: Dangerous and Foolish Custom A serious
mishap, which might have had fatal consequences, befell a wedding party at Fochriw on
Saturday. The old custom of placing a rope across the road - which in this case was being
carried beyond a joke - to hold up the wedding party until they satisfied the waylayers with
coppers, was responsible for an unfortunate occurrence. It was a motor wedding and there
were two cars. The contracting parties were Mr. Thomas Walters, an engine driver at the
Groesfaen Colliery, living at New-road, Deri, and Miss Eunice Jones, daughter of Mr. John
Jones, overman, Fochriw. The party left the bride's house at Fochriw for Cefn Hengoed
Baptist Chapel, where the ceremony was to take place. The first car was occupied by the Rev.
Isaiah Williams, Baptist minister, Fochriw, and Rev. Rowland Williams, Baptist minister,
Deri, Mr. Ben Thomas, uncle of the bride, Mr. John Walters, brother of the bridegroom,
together with the driver, Mr. Edgar Watkins, Bargoed. The car was travelling along at a nice
pace when, near the station, it came to grief, the whole party thrown into a state of confusion.
It appears that a wire rope had been fastened to the walls on either side of the street, and near
an awful corner. It spanned the road at the height of some five to six feet, and caught the glass
screen in front of the car. The rope did not give way in the impact, with the result that the
screen was smashed to bits. The driver, and the gentleman who sat with him, were badly cut
to by the glass, while the three other occupants, including the two ministers who sat in the
rear, sustained injuries to the face by coming in contact with the rope. The injured parties
were taken to the Schoolhouse, where their injuries were attended to. Eventually, they
reached Hengoed where the marriage duly took place.

The bride,
who was given away by her father, looked charming in a Prussian blue moire silk costume,
with Tuscan hat trimmed with ostrich feathers, and fastened with orange blossom and white
heather. She also carried a bouquet of tulips and carnations. She was attended by Miss
Maggie Jones, Bargoed, who was attired in a navy blue costume with a Tuscan hat. The
flower girl was Miss Sylvia Morgan, niece of the bridegroom, who looked very pretty in a
white silk dress, with a coat of shell-pink, shaunting silk, with white silk hat to match. The
best man was Mr. John Walters, brother of the bridegroom. Messrs. Thomas Walters,
Gwilym Thomas and Benjamin Thomas were also present.

3 June 1916 Fochriw Golden Wedding: Celebration At Pontlottyn A happy gathering met
at Mount Zion Primitive Methodist Church, Pontlottyn, on the Monday evening, when the
members of the Church, together with some friends, held a public celebration of the golden
wedding of Mr. and Mrs. Eli Worman, Fochriw, who are old and faithful members of the
Church. The proceedings began with a tea, successfully organised and provided by the ladies
of the Church. Mr. G. Moore, Graig Rhymney, presented Mrs. Gorman with a beautiful




bouquet, while the Church trustees each received a buttonhole. The company afterwards
adjourned to the chapel, where the meeting was presided over by Rev. C. Robert, New
Tredegar, circuit minister. The chairman referred in glowing terms to the high respect in
which Mr. and Mrs. Gorman were held by all in the neighbourhood. Mr. Gorman had
rendered faithful service as a successful local preacher for nearly 53 years. The Church
presented the couple with an individual communion service, with a silver pattern and flaggon,
suitably inscribed. Mr. Worman was also presented with a valuable meerschaum pipe, and
Mrs. Gorman with a silver jewellery case.
