BY CAR 
FROM TORONTO, follow the Queen Elizabeth Way (QEW)

toward Niagara. Once across the Garden City Skyway at 

St Catharines, take the Niagara-on-the-Lake exit (38b).

From the traffic light at York Road turn left onto York Road,

then right onto Airport Road. At Highway 55 turn right and

follow 55 (Niagara Stone Road) until it ends at the golf

course. Turn right into downtown Niagara-on-the-Lake.

There you’ll find the Royal George Theatre and the Court

House Theatre; the Festival Theatre is two blocks farther on.

FROM DETROIT, take highways 401 and 403 to Hamilton,

Ontario, and join the QEW toward Niagara. Then follow 

the same route as the traffic from Toronto (see above).

FROM NEW YORK, OHIO OR PENNSYLVANIA, cross the

Niagara River into Canada at Buffalo, at Niagara Falls, or 

at Lewiston, NY. Take the QEW to Highway 55, then follow

the same route as the traffic from Toronto (see above).
